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Marine Corps Combat Utility Uniform (MCCUU) and 

Marine Corps Combat Boots Guidance

The following guidance is provided for the new Marine Corps Combat Utility Uniform (MCCUU), the new Marine Corps Combat Boots (MCCBs), temperate weather (TW) and hot weather (HW), and the new coyote brown boot socks.  New Marine Corps Combat Utility Uniform (MCCUU) items are identified by the acronym "MARPAT" (Marine Pattern).

1.  MCCUU.  MCCUU items may be substituted for like camouflage utility uniform items for the purpose of meeting the Minimum Requirement List (MRL), as long as a complete MCCUU is maintained (i.e., mixing of MCCUU coats with camouflage utility trousers to form a set is not authorized, etc.).  


a.  Name and Service Tapes.  Black pixels have been removed from the name and service tape patterns.  However, previously issued tapes with black pixels may continue to be worn and meet minimum requirements until no longer serviceable. 


b.  Caps for Navy Personnel.  Navy personnel will wear the MCCUU garrison caps without insignia (Marine Corps emblem) and MCCUU field caps with insignia (Marine Corps emblem).  However, until the MCCUU cap with the Marine Corps emblem is available for purchase at all locations, local commanders may authorize Navy personnel below the rank of E-4 to wear the MCCUU garrison cap with or without the Marine Corps emblem, as long as appropriate grade insignia is worn on the cap without insignia.

2.  MCCBs, HW and TW.  MCCBs
, HW and TW are olive mohave (light brown) in color with the USMC emblem heat embossed on the ankle.  The primary difference between the HW and TW versions is vent eyelets on hot weather boot.  The new MCCBs may be worn with either the camouflage utility uniform or the MCCUU.

3.  Infantry Combat Boots (ICBs) and Jungle/Desert Boots (JDBs).  Black ICBs, any other black boots meeting the optional boot policy, and JDBs (black or green) may be worn with any utility uniform until 1 Oct 04.  None of these boots are authorized after 1 Oct 04.

4.  Coyote Brown Boot Socks.  New coyote brown boot socks are planned for introduction during FY 04, but may not be available for issue on 1 Oct 03.  Therefore, black boot socks may be issued

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and worn in lieu of coyote brown socks.  Any black, green, or coyote brown boot sock may be used to meet the minimum requirements list (MRL).  The coyote brown boot socks will be phased in to the MRL beginning 1 Oct 04, with mandatory possession dates to be determined.

5.  Mandatory Possession Dates.  The following mandatory possession dates are provided for the MCCUU and MCCBs, TW and HW, for enlisted Marines on active duty (includes Active Reserve (AR) personnel) or extended active duty and authorized Navy personnel:

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SPECIAL INITIAL CLOTHING ALLOWANCES FOR NAVY PERSONNEL

(REGULAR AND RESERVE)

Navy personnel serving with Marine Corps units are authorized Special Initial Clothing allowances, per the following guidance.  This information clarifies and amplifies guidance provided in 

MCO P10120.28.

1.  Special Initial Utility Uniform Allowance (SIUUA)

a.  The SIUUA is intended for specific Navy enlisted personnel who routinely wear the utility uniform during the performance of their work while assigned to Marine Corps units. 


b.  Navy officers may purchase and wear the utility 

uniform at their option and expense.


c.  The SIUUA is authorized for Regular Navy enlisted personnel and Reserve Navy enlisted personnel on extended active duty, permanently assigned or assigned on a TAD basis for augmentation purposes due to contingency operational commitments to Marine Corps forces, in the following Navy ratings:



Navy Counselor (NC)



Dental Technician (DT)



Disbursing Clerk (DK)



Hospital Corpsman (HM)



Personnelman (PN)



Religious Program Specialist (RP)



Yeoman (YN)

Drilling Selected Naval Reserve HMs, DTs, and RPs on inactive duty assigned to Selected Marine Corps Reserve support (Program Nine/Five) units are also authorized the special initial utility uniform allowance.


d.  Authorized Navy enlisted personnel will receive only one entitlement to this allowance during any one period of continuous assignment to such duty.  Additionally, personnel who have received this allowance will not be authorized a subsequent 

allowance of the same items upon assignment to a new Marine Corps unit if less than 3 years have elapsed between assignments (i.e.,

there must be a 3-year break in service with the Marine Corps in order to receive a new SIUUA).
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    e  To identify how the new Marine Corps Combat Utility Uniform (MCCUU) and new Marine Corps Combat Boots (MCCBs) will be fielded to authorized Navy enlisted personnel as part of the SIUUA, the personnel have been divided into the following three categories, based on the assignment constraints identified in paragraph 1c, preceeding. 

       (1) Those serving with the Marine Corps on and prior to 

1 Oct 02 who have already been issued the old SIUUA will not be issued any of the new MCCUU items or the MCCBs.  If still serving with the Marine Corps as of 1 Oct 04, they will be required to purchase these items incrementally per the enlisted Marines mandatory possession schedule identified in enclosure (2).



(2) Those serving with the Marine Corps after 1 Oct 02, with less than a 3-year period since previous service with the Marine Corps and who have been previously issued the SIUUA, will  not be issued any of the new MCCUU items and MCCBs until FY 2005.  At that time, they will begin to receive an incremental issue of the SIUUA, to be detailed in upcoming bulletins.


(3) Those reporting for service with the Marine Corps after 1 Oct 02, who have never been issued the SIUUA or have been away from service with the Marine Corps for 3 years will be issued a new complete SIUUA as indicated below:

2.  Special Initial Service Uniform Allowance

a.  The Special Initial Service Uniform Allowance is 

intended for Navy HMs, DTs, and RPs, both Regular and Reserve on 

extended active duty, permanently assigned to Marine Corps units 

(other than FMF combat-committed units) and drilling Selected 

Naval Reserve personnel in these ratings on inactive duty 
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assigned to Selected Marine Corps Reserve support (Program 5/9)

units.  Those assigned to operating force combat-committed units will receive the Special Initial Utility Uniform Allowance (SIUUA) only. 

b.  Navy officers may purchase and wear the Marine Corps 

service uniform at their option and expense.


c.  Authorized Navy enlisted personnel will be given a 

60-day option period in which to elect to wear the Marine Corps service uniforms.  This 60-day period begins upon the member reporting to the gaining command.  Those who elect to wear and maintain Marine Corps service uniforms will be provided the Special Initial Service Uniform Allowance.  Navy personnel who receive this allowance will be required to wear these uniforms as directed for the duration of their continuous service with a Marine Corps organization and will abide by Marine Corps uniform and grooming regulations (MCO P1020.34).  Those who elect not to wear Marine Corps service uniforms will wear their Navy service uniforms, when service uniforms are required.


d.  Navy enlisted personnel will receive only one entitlement to this allowance during any one period of continuous assignment to such duty.


e.  Navy enlisted personnel who have received this allowance will not be authorized a subsequent allowance of the same items upon assignment to a new Marine Corps unit if less than 3 years have elapsed between assignments (i.e., there must be a 3-year break in service with the Marine Corps in order to receive a new Special Initial Service Uniform Allowance).


f.  The Special Initial Service Uniform Allowance which 

may be furnished to HMs, DTs, and RPs under the provisions of this Bulletin consist of the following items in the quantities indicated:

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SUPPLEMENTARY CLOTHING ALLOWANCES FOR 

ENLISTED PERSONNEL OF THE

REGULAR ESTABLISHMENT AND ACTIVE RESERVE (AR)  

1.  Unit commanders are responsible for verifying eligibility to the supplementary allowances for enlisted personnel only as set forth in this bulletin, per the requirements detailed in reference (a).  Certification that the requesting individual’s record has been checked and the individual is authorized to the allowance(s) is done by signing the Combined Individual Clothing Requisition and Issue Slip (NAVMC 604/604B).  The form must be annotated with the applicable Military Pay Marine Corps or Reserve Pay Marine Corps (MPMC/RPMC) functional account number (FAN), per a Marine Corps Bulletin in the 7301 series.  Issues must also be documented on an Individual Clothing Record (form 
NAVMC 631 or 631A) and maintained in the individual’s Service Record Book (SRB), per MCO P10120.28.

2.  Only one entitlement to the same type of allowance will accrue during any one period of continuous assignment to such duty.  An individual who has received an allowance will not be authorized a subsequent allowance of the same items upon assignment to duty requiring the wearing of uniform clothing for which the allowance is provided, if less than 3 years have elapsed between the effective date of the new assignment and the last day of the previous assignment to such duty.  

3.  Grade insignia, service stripes, trouser stripes, and waistplates may be issued in conjunction with supplemental issues and sewn on (if applicable) at Government expense under the specific circumstances described in paragraphs 1401.8 and 8501.1 of MCO P10120.28F.  However, separate NAVMC 604/604B forms with O&MMC appropriation must be used.  Commanding officers are responsible for providing accurate O&MMC appropriation data on the NAVMC 604/604B, if they plan to use a Military Clothing Sales Store (MCSS) or Retail Clothing Outlet (RCO) to issue these items.  Units can also requisition directly from the source of supply,
 per MCO P10120.28.
4.  Applicable Supplementary Allowance Issues will be made using the existing camouflage utility uniforms, unless specifically identified in this Bulletin or otherwise approved in writing by the Marine Corps Uniform Board (MCUB).  When the new Marine

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UNIFORM CLOTHING ALLOWANCES FOR OFFICERS
Officers are entitled to an Initial Uniform Allowance, an Additional Active Duty Allowance, and/or a Civilian Clothing Monetary Allowance, as prescribed below and per DoD 7000.14-R, Volume 7A.
1.  Initial Uniform Allowance.  An allowance in the amount of $400.00 is payable only once to eligible officers, commissioned or appointed in the Regular or Reserve Components of the Marine Corps.  Specific entitlement determinations and restrictions can be found in DoD 7000.14-R, Volume 7A.
2.  Additional Active Duty Uniform Allowance.  An allowance in the amount of $200.00 is payable to eligible officers commissioned in the Reserve Component and ROTC graduates appointed in the Regular Component of the Marine Corps.  Specific entitlement determinations and restrictions can be found in DoD 7000.14-R, Volume 7A.  The restriction prohibiting payment of the Additional Active Duty Uniform Allowance concurrently with the Initial Uniform Allowance was removed on 27 Feb 02 with Interim Change 17-02 to chapter 30 of DoD 7000.14-R, Volume 7A.  This change has an effective date retroactive of 6 Dec 00.
3.  Civilian Clothing Monetary Allowance.  Only officers assigned to a permanent duty station outside the United States are eligible for the Civilian Clothing Monetary Allowances detailed in enclosure (7) of this Bulletin.
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
