    b.  Second Destination Transportation
        (1) The definition of SDT is provided in section I, paragraph 11b.  SDT of Marine Corps logistics materiel is funded by the appropriation O&MMC or O&MMCR as indicated below.

        (2) The following information is applicable to ammunition and explosives.  This paragraph identifies TACs and provides instructions and guidance for ground ammunition and explosives shipments in support of the Marine Corps mission.  The term ammunition is intended to be all-inclusive for ammunition and explosives identified within supply class V(W).
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All ammunition shipments costs are validated by MARCORSYSCOM and TMOs will be notified when corrections are required.

            (b) For information relative to the shipment of aviation ordnance material (class V(A)), refer to section IX, paragraph 2 of this enclosure (Marine Corps Aviation Activities).

  (c) Ammunition from production will use TAC L200 as delineated in section III, paragraph 1a(3).  The transportation of ammunition procured with Procurement Ammunition Navy and Marine Corps (PANMC) 1508 is funded by PANMC FDT appropriations.  FDT is defined in section I, paragraph 11a of this enclosure.  PANMC does not fund the shipment of materiel purchased by operations accounts; the transportation of government-owned assets; or the transportation of end items for testing purposes.  MARCORSYSCOM is the sponsor for TAC L200.

            (d) Ammunition shipments in support of the Maritime Prepositioning Ships (MPS) program regardless of their assigned squadron will use TAC MPSA.  TAC MPSA will be used for ammunition shipments only when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  Documents used to support TAC MPSA are identified by the letter ”X” in the first position of the document serial number.  

            (e) Ammunition shipments in support of Norway Prepositioning/NALMEB will use TAC MANO as identified in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d).  TAC MANO will be used for ammunition shipments only when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).

  (f) Ammunition shipments in support of JCS-sponsored exercises will use the appropriate "Y___" designated TAC per instruction found in section I, paragraph 13b.

  (g) Ammunition shipments in support of all Marine Corps authorized/directed exercises are the responsibility of the MARFORs both active and reserve (MARFORRES) per section I, 
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paragraph 14a.  Section VII, paragraph 8, identifies TAC's associated for MARFORLANT and MARFORPAC.

  (h) Ammunition shipments in support of MARFORRES will utilize TAC M4BP as identified in section IX, paragraph 2a.  Documents used to support TAC M4BP are identified by the letter ”R” in the first position of the document serial number.

  (i) For information relative to the shipment of ammunition for contingency operations refer to section I, paragraph 15.

  (j) Information pertaining to ammunition for Security Assistance customers is contained in section IV, paragraph 5.

  (k) Ammunition shipments in support of Title 10/ Developing Countries in Combined Exercise(s) Programs (DCCEP) 

will use the appropriate JCS or MARFOR TAC for authorized/ approved exercises per section III, paragraph 1b(2)(g) or (h), preceding, as appropriate.

  (l) Ammunition shipments for Maintenance/Rework Projects that require expedited movement to prevent line shutdown will use TAC MARP identified in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d).  TAC MARP will only be used for the movement of ammunition component parts or end items in the case of that if they fail to arrive would be considered ”Line Stoppers”.  TAC MARP will be used for ammunition shipments only when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  Documents used to support TAC MARP are identified by the letter ”Q” in the first position of the document serial number.

            (m) Ammunition shipments to support and perform post-maintenance, post-modification of weapons, munitions testing, or in support of destructive and non-destructive testing to include surveillance testing and developmental testing will use TAC MAWT identified in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d).  MILSTRIP project code 880, applies.  TAC MAWT will be used for ammunition shipments only when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  Documents used to support TAC MAWT are identified by the letter ”T” in the first position of the document serial number.

            (n) Ammunition shipments directed by the Marine Corps Designated Disposition Authority (DDA) for Resource 
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Recovery and Reutilization (R3), Emergency Destruct Training, Waste, and/or Demilitarization will use TAC MADA identified in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d), following.  TAC MADA will be used for ammunition shipments only when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  Documents used to support TAC MADA are identified by the letter ”H” in the first position of the document serial number.

            (o) Ammunition for disposition/retrograde which disposition instructions from any activity or location have been issued will use TAC MADR.  TAC MADR will be used for ammunition shipments only when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  Documents used to support TAC MADR are identified by the letter ”D” in the first position of the document serial number.

  (p) Ammunition shipments from U.S. Army activities will use TAC MG09 and will be used for ammunition shipments from Operations Support Command (OSC) (arsenals, depots, and plants) unless the criterion for shipment has been characterized above and/or instructions for use of another TAC is directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  The TAC MG09 is provided in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d).  Specifically exempt from the use of TAC MG09 is ammunition from production identified in paragraph 1b(3)(c), preceding.  Excludes MPS, Norway Air Landed Marine Expeditionary Brigade (NALMEB), and new production deliveries.

  (q) Ammunition shipments from U.S. Navy activities and shipments in support of Landing Force Operational Readiness Material (LFORM) will use TAC MANA unless the criterion for shipment has been characterized above and/or instructions for use of another TAC is directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  The TAC MANA is provided in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d), following.  U.S. Navy activities include NAS, NAVBASE, NAVMAG, NAVSTA activities and installations, and Naval vessels.  Specifically exempt from the use of TAC MANA is ammunition from production identified in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(c), preceding.

            (r) Ammunition not otherwise characterized will use TAC MASP for ammunition shipments when directed by MARCORSYSCOM (PMAM).  TAC MASP will be used, but not limited to shipments of ammunition from other Services or activities and installations not characterized above; ammunition drawdowns directed by executive order(s); special projects 
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(e.g., shipments in support of the State Department, USSS), depot tiering and/or Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) actions when directed by higher authority, etc.  Documents used to support TAC MASP are identified by the letter ”P” in the first position of the document serial number.

       (3) TACs for shipments of Marine Corps logistics materiel chargeable to the following O&MMC appropriations are constructed per section III, paragraphs lb(3)(a) through (d):

            (a) Logistics materiel to include ammunition shipments not covered in paragraph 1b(3)(b) of this enclosure are described below.  Special project codes contained in section III, paragraph 1b(3)(d) of this enclosure will be used when applicable.

            (b) A significant change in Marine Corps TAC policy will start effective FY03.  Effective 01 Oct 02, the Marine Corps will no longer require DoD shipping activities to document the LOA and SDN on GBL/CBLs.  Instead, only the four digit TAC will be required.  In addition, effective FY03 the TAC is being inserted back into the individual LOAs as the last four digits of the cost code (CC) segment.  This 

action is being taken to reduce the number of errors in transportation billing cycles due to typos in LOA/SDNs.  HQMC will still have visibility of financial information through other financial and transportation information systems such as US Bank’s PowerTrack system and the Financial Air Clearance and Transportation System (FACTS).  Those programs (e.g., IROAN, MPS, M1A1, etc.) identified to the CMC (LPD) will have a separate TAC assigned to track specific transportation costs associated with those programs.  USMC goal is to simplify the financial and transportation process in consonance with such initiatives as DoD’s Management Reform Memorandum #15.  To that end, managers of funds will use those tools such as the above-mentioned systems to ensure adequate management oversight is accomplished.

            (c) To summarize, all Marine Corps cargo moving under the centrally funded HQMC SDT TOT appropriation will be assigned a TAC of (MFAK) unless specific direction is provided to use another (program/special) TAC.  It is very important to understand when to assign special/program TACs, for this is the primary manner that HQMC uses to track how much funding is being spent on transportation for those identified programs/projects.  The determination of which special or program TAC to use is based on the assignment of project codes 
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by the requester of the transportation or by special program TAC when no project code is assigned.  The assignment of project codes on requisition documentation requires the supply activities understand the correlation between the project code and TAC, otherwise the generic TAC (e.g., MFAK) will be used by the shipper.  It is imperative that program sponsors and item managers ensure that project codes are established and linked to the appropriate special/program TAC. funds used in the purchase of locally administrated contracts; locally administered FedEx billings funded by local funds; and all other locally funded transportation costs where the responsible financial office is located at the installation/command level.  In previous years, transportation costs associated with locally administered contracts were normally paid by the same funding that purchased the item/service.  For those activities that use US Bank’s PowerTrack billing system to validate transportation 
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charges, there is no longer a need to create a unique and individual LOA and SDN to pay for individual transportation charges associated which the purchase of items or transportation services.  Effective in FY02, all activities listed below established one TAC for local O&M funds.  For those locations that do not have access to PowerTrack, such as OCONUS activities, procedures will need to be established to track expenditures other than using unique LOAs or SDNs.  The rationale for this change, limiting each activity to one cargo TAC per activity, is to reduce the DFAS charges for processing and accounting for local O&MMC funds.  The activities cited below can have additional TACs assigned if local requirements exist.
