1.  Purpose.  To publish information regarding transportation accounting data for Fiscal Year (FY) 2003.

2.  Information
    a.  Marine Corps commands have the responsibility to ensure transportation costs are kept to an absolute minimum.  Therefore, major Marine Corps shipping activities (making shipments chargeable to the account Operations and Maintenance, Marine Corps (O&MMC), Transportation of Things (TOT)) have been provided specific transportation funding authorization levels.  These Marine Corps activities will be furnished annual estimated cost guidelines by separate Marine Corps bulletins in the 4600 series.

    b.  This Bulletin provides FY03 transportation accounting

data for both freight and personal property shipments for all 

Marine Corps activities as well as all shippers of Marine 

Corps-sponsored movements.  

3.  Action
    a.  Effective 1 Oct 02, shipping activities shall cite only the applicable transportation account code (TAC) as shown in the enclosure and part II of the reference on all commercial and government shipping documentation used in the transportation of Marine Corps materiel.

    b.  The enclosed TAC information, specifically the appropriate TAC funding the transportation movement, must be provided in the transportation clause of all contracts pertaining 
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to both central funded (e.g.; Procurement, Marine Corps (PMC))
and local funded (e.g.; local O&MMC) purchases.

, d. The Commander, Marine Corps Logistics Bases ,
(COMMARCORLOGBASES) (Code 470), Albany, Georgia, shall maintain
quality assurance in the proper assignment of TACs and take

direct action with the shipping activity as deemed necessary.
