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SECTION IX
MARINE CORPS-SPONSORED SHIPMENTS FUNDED BY THE NAVY
1.  Operations and Maintenance Navy (O&MN).  The appropriate Navy TAC will be cited on all transportation documents when the Navy is responsible for the transportation funding of the shipment.  Navy TACs are published in DoD 4500.9-2R (DTR), part II.  If any assistance is required in the proper application of Navy TACs for the shipment of Marine Corps-sponsored shipments when Navy has funding responsibility, the Navy TAC coordinator identified in DTR, part II, or on the WWW TAC Table site, should be contacted.  The Navy TAC Coordinator is located at NOLSC Code 012, Norfolk, Virginia, at (757) 443-5322 or DSN 646-5322.
2.  Marine Corps Aviation Activities
    a.  Transportation costs for the movement of aviation procured materiel funded by Navy appropriations are chargeable to the appropriate Navy TAC.
    b.  For MARFOR aviation unit movement, transportation costs for the movement of all organic supplies and equipment of the unit will be charged to the Navy funds/TAC as directed by the appropriate fleet commander.
    c.  SDT costs for the movement of Marine Corps materiel funded under the appropriation 1721106.27A0, Base Operations   (Marine Corps Aviation Activities), are chargeable to O&MMC, TOT, as indicated in section III, paragraph lb.
    NOTE:
 All supplies and equipment in support of aircraft




 are funded by Navy (Blue) dollars, however, all


 ground support supplies and equipment (e.g., 


 tugs, forklifts, etc.) known as yellow gear will


 be funded by Marine Corps (Green) dollars.
3.  MAP/International Military Education and Training (IMET). Marine Corps requisitions will reference service code K or P. Marine Corps-sponsored MAP/IMET materiel is chargeable to the Navy.  For the TAC to be used on shipping documents, contact the Navy TAC Coordinator listed in paragraph 1 of this section.
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4.  Shipments of Remains of Deceased Marine Corps Personnel.
Shipping documentation for this purpose will be annotated TAC N663.

5.  Shipment of Urine Samples.  Shipments of urine samples by the Naval Medical Command or Naval Medical Command-sponsored activities are chargeable to TAC N662.

6.  Chargeable CBLs.  All CBLs (those which are not in US Bank’s PowerTrack billing system) chargeable to the Navy shall be mailed to the following address:
