FEDERAL WORKER 2000

The Federal Worker 2000 Program signed by President Clinton on July 2, 1999 established measurable indicators for Federal agencies that define success in improving safety and health in Federal workplaces. These indicators are: (1) reduce the total case rate of injury/illness cases per 100 employees at agencies with rates above 2.0; (2) decrease the average reporting time by Federal agencies for new injuries and illnesses incurred at work; (3) reduce the rate of lost time cases per 100 employees at agency locations with rates at or above two times the FY-96 Federal average; and (4) reduce the rate of lost production days per 100 employees due to injury/illness incurred at work.. 

ACMC ltr of 8 Aug 2001, provided guidance and a template for developing an installation specific accident reduction plan. MCB Camp Pendleton, MCB Camp Lejeune and MCLB Barstow are among the 26 DoD worksites identified as target activities.  Status reports for target activities are due 30 days after the end of each quarter.  Meanwhile other installation status reports are due by 1 Dec. 

In addition goals have been established to implement the initiative over five years.
