This safety tip comes to us from Bob Emmerich, Safe-Con LLC, Madison, WI, who writes: 

"Many accidents and injuries can be ultimately traced to a problem with housekeeping. If they are not the

direct result of someone tripping over, being hit by, or being distracted by an obstacle or piece in the wrong place, then they are the indirect result of a lack of awareness that results from a mindset that 'If they are not interested in keeping it clean, they must not be interested in keeping it safe.' Remember

this analogy: If you are a guest in someone's home and you want to set a drink down on a clean coffee table, you may look for a coaster or napkin to protect the table. If the coffee table is dirty, you may not. Practicing good housekeeping is a good way to create a safety awareness."
