 Company Cook-Out POV mishap

Background:  After attending company family day at local beach, Marine drove vehicle, a jeep wrangler, on dirt road parallel to main road that leads to and from beach.  Marine lost control and overturned vehicle.  Marine along with three of the four passengers were ejected from vehicle. All marines received treatment and were released with the exception of operator of vehicle, who remained in critical condition for approximately three weeks.  

Lessons Learned:

(1) Personnel factor.  RAC 1.  Marine consumed alcohol and operated vehicle while under the influence of alcohol.   

(2) Personnel factor.  RAC 1.  Passengers in mishap vehicle allowed operator of vehicle to drive vehicle while under the influence of alcohol.  

(3) Supervisory factor.  RAC 2.  Company staff failed to implement appropriate 

controls to monitor alcohol consumed by junior personnel. 

(4)  Supervisory factor.  RAC 2.  Company First Sergeant failed to follow transportation plan briefed to higher for family day. 

(5)  Causal factors of injuries.  Operator and three passengers failed to wear seatbelts and were ejected from vehicle causing severe injuries.  Passenger that wore seatbelt, did not receive any injuries.
