Radar Set Mishap 

Background:  WG-11 civilian, employed with the maintenance center radar shop, preformed maintenance on AN/TPS/-63B radar set, received shock and fell to deck.  Questioned by co-worker for response, WG-11 civilian lost consciousness and immediately co-workers performed CPR.  Summoned by co-workers, emergency medical service arrived and transported WG-11 civilian to hospital.  After several failed attempts to resuscitate, WG-11 expired.  

Lessons Learned:  

(1) RAC 1.  Personnel.  Mishap Civilian failed to follow proper start-up procedures as outlined in Technical Manual.

(2) RAC 1.  Personnel.  Mishap Civilian failed to utilize co-worker under two man rule when working with high voltage equipment, as outlined in OSHA 29cfr 1910.269.

(3) RAC 1.  Personnel.  Mishap Civilian failed to follow proper safety procedures as outlined in Technical Manual and placed finger in proximity of TWT high voltage grid pulsar.

(4) RAC 1.  Supervisory.  Radar shop supervisory failed to ensure that radar shop personnel followed proper safety procedures as outlined in TM manual.

(5) RAC 2.  Supervisory.  Radar shop supervisor allowed unofficial checklists for start-up procedures in place of Technical Manual.   

(6) RAC 2.  Facilities.  Response time for basic life service exceeded five-minute time.  Basic life service took 6 to 7 minutes to arrive at mishap site and traveled only 0.8 of a mile. 

(7) RAC 2.  Facilities.  Base 911 emergency response system failed because of ten-second delay before connection.

(8) RAC 2.  Facilities.  Dispatch failed to utilize proper dispatch procedures.
